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21At that time Jesus, (full of joy ) through the Holy Spirit, said, "I praise you, Father, Lord
of heaven and earth, because you have hidden these things from the wise and learned, and
revealed them to little children. Yes, Father, for this was your good pleasure. |
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33When Jesus saw her weeping, and the Jews who had come along with her also weeping,
he was deeply moved in spirit and troubled.

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24Gideon sent messengers throughout the hill country of Ephraim, saying, "Come down
against the Midianites and seize the waters of the Jordan ahead of them as far as Beth

Barah." So all the men of Ephraim were called out and they took the waters of the Jordan as
far as Beth Barah.
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25They also captured two of the Midianite leaders, Oreb and Zeeb. They killed Oreb at the
rock of Oreb, and Zeeb at the winepress of Zeeb. They pursued the Midianites and brought
the heads of Oreb and Zeeb to Gideon, who was by the Jordan.
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1Now the Ephraimites asked Gideon, "Why have you treated us like this? Why didn't you call
us when you went to fight Midian?" And they criticized him sharply.
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2But he answered them, "What have | accomplished compared to you? Aren't the gleanings
of Ephraim's grapes better than the full grape harvest of Abiezer?
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3God gave Oreb and Zeeb, the Midianite leaders, into your hands. What was | able to do
compared to you?" At this, their resentment against him subsided. |
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28Thus Midian was subdued before the Israelites and did not raise its head again. During
Gideon's lifetime, the land "enjoyed peace "forty years. |

burn down your house over your head."
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2Jephthah answered, "l and my people were engaged in a great struggle with the
Ammonites, and although | called, you didn't save me out of their hands.
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3When | saw that you wouldn't help, | took my life in my hands and crossed over to fight the
Ammonites, and the LORD gave me the victory over them. Now why have you come up
today to fight me?"
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4Jephthah then called together the men of Gilead and fought against Ephraim. The
Gileadites struck them down because the Ephraimites had said, "You Gileadites are
renegades from Ephraim and Manasseh."
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5The Gileadites captured the fords of the Jordan leading to Ephraim, and whenever a
survivor of Ephraim said, "Let me cross over," the men of Gilead asked him, "Are you an
Ephraimite?" If he replied, "No,"
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6they said, "All right, say 'Shibboleth."' " If he said, "Sibboleth," because he could not
pronounce the word correctly, they seized him and killed him at the fords of the Jordan.
Forty-two thousand Ephraimites were killed at that time.
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7Jephthah led Israel six years. Then Jephthah the Gileadite died, and was buried in a town
in Gilead.
